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El Ecuador posee una ubicacion estratégica y clima privilegiado, lo cual
favorece al desarrollo de las actividades economicas en general, entre ellas
la mineria. Asi mismo presenta gran riqueza geoldgica, encontrandose en su
territorio depdsitos minerales que albergan economicamente elementos tales
como oro, plata, cobre, molibdeno, hierro y titanio, los mismos que estan
dispuestos principalmente en las provincias de Pichincha, Bolivar,
Esmeraldas, Imbabura, Zamora Chinchipe, Napo y Sucumbios.

Si bien se conoce que el Ecuador cuenta con depositos minerales de gran
calidad, no es menos cierto que una minima parte del territorio ha sido
explorado (alrededor del 8%), por lo que, se calcula que la dimension de los
recursos minerales seria mayor a la de los datos que se conocen
actualmente.

Las reservas mundiales de cobre se encuentran principalmente en Chile con
el 28%, seguido por Pertl 13% (Fuente: USGS 2012), lo que denota la riqueza
en el metal rojo que se encuentra a lo largo del cinturdén cuprifero, del que
Ecuador forma parte.

Ecuador offers a strategic location and privileged climate, which favours the
development of economic activities, in general, which include mining.
Likewise, it has expansive geological wealth, including mineral deposits that
house elements such as gold, silver, copper, molybdenum, iron and titanium.
These minerals are principally located in the provinces of Pichincha, Bolivar,
Esmeraldas, Imbabura, Zamora Chinchipe, Napo and Sucumbios.

Although it is known that Ecuador has high quality mineral deposits, it is no
less certain that only a minimal part of the territory has been explored
(approximately 8%), and thus it is calculated that the areas related to mine-
ral resources would be much greater than what data currently shows.

Worldwide reserves of copper are principally found in Chile, with 28%,
followed by Peru with 13% (Source: USGS 2012), which evidences the
wealth of red metals that are found along the copper belt, which Ecuador is
part of.
